In 2023, he coordinated the planting of the most seeds in one hour with
Seeds of Future, while in 2024, he held the world's largest stress management lesson,
Busting Exam Stress, aimed at supporting students' mental health. In 2025 he achieved
another record by having the largest display of solar powered lamps and in 2026 his
tenth world record was achieved as the largest clay water pot sentence. These
achievements not only spotlight his environmental advocacy but also reflect his
commitmentto philanthropy on a global scale.
